In light of the above, the Organization explicitly
agrees currently and in the future, as long as the
relationship with FSC exists, not to be directly or
indirectly involved in the following unacceptable
activities:

1) lllegal logging or the trade in illegal wood or
forest products;

3) Destruction of high conservation values in
forestry operations,

4) Significant conversion of forests to planta-
tions or non-forest use,

5) Introduction of genetically modified organ-
isms in forestry operations;
